ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS
Consecutive Teacher candidates
Was your degree already conferred when you applied?

Official transcript(s) are required if:
• You are graduating in spring or fall 2024, and/or
• You did not send official transcript(s) when you applied or
• You uploaded a transcript into MyFile.

Official Transcripts need to be received by July 15, 2024
• York U. students do not need to send in transcript(s)

Concurrent Teacher candidates Maintain a 5.0 grade point average and no 
more than 12.00 credits outstanding in their undergraduate degree. Course grades used 
for teaching subject certification are no less than a C+.

Bachelor of Education Teaching Certification
It's important to remember that the B.Ed. is a full-time academic program that has a very full schedule, 
and the degree is accredited as an in-person program. With the professional nature of the program and 
expectations from the Ontario College of Teachers (OCT), it is expected that students attend classes 
together to enrich their learning experiences and to prepare them to enter the teaching profession.

80% of your B.Ed. courses will have a maximum 45 students allowing Course Directors to ensure 
teacher candidates are active participants in the class discussions.  Students need to be fully present.

EXPERIENTIAL EDUCATION - Practicum

week and culminating days during last two weeks of April.

Community – Studies in Communities and Their Schools (Seminar and 
Placement, full academic year). One day a week. 



PLACEMENT INFORMATION
What will I do while in placement?
The first year will focus on the development of professional understandings 
and relationships within the school community. Teacher Candidates will have 
responsibility for participating actively for the whole school day, 
undertaking a range of experiences such as working with small groups 
and/or individual students, deconstructing their understandings of teaching 
and learning with a focus on links between theory and practice, facilitating 
classroom transitions, co-planning and co-teaching with the mentor teacher, 
and engaging in lesson study. Teacher Candidates will also have the 
opportunity to experience different school settings (divisions, non-classroom, 
rotary, ELL, special education, etc.) throughout the year.
